further to amend the Punjab Mechanical Vehicles (Bridges and Roads Tolls)
Act, 1998.

BE it enacted by the Legislature of the State of Punjab in the Fifty-sixth
Year of the Republic of India as follows :—

1. (1) This Act may be called the Punjab Mechanical Vehicles (Bridges Short title and
and Roads Tolls) Amendment Act, 2005. commencement.

(2) It shall come into force at once.

2. In the Punjab Mechanical Vehicles (Bridges and Roads Tolls) Act, Amendment of

1998 (hereinafter referred to as the principal Act), in section 2,— e

(a) for clause (c), the following clauses shall be substituted, namely :—
“(c) “bridge” means a permanent or temporary bridge or road
overbridge or road under-bridge, specified in the First
Schedule, and shall include such other permanent or temporary
bridge or road overbridge or road under bridge or ferry
services, as may, from time to time, be notified by the State
Government in this behalf ;
(ca) “bypass” means a road constructed around a city or town
for facilitating the movement of traffic ;

(ch) “concession” includes any right or interest granted to a
concessionaire in relation to any aspect of a road project, as
well as any subsidy, subvention, grant or other similar
financial incentive granted by the State Government to secure
the viability and commercial efficacy of a road project ;

(cc) “concessionaire” means a person, who is selected and
awarded a concession for financing, development,
maintenance or operation of a road project under any law for
the time being in force ;
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
