GENERAL PROCUREMENT NOTICE



The Government of Punjab (GOP) has applied for a loan from the International Bank for Reconstruction and Development (IBRD) in the amount of US$ 250 million equivalent toward the cost of the Punjab State Road Sector Project and it intends to apply the proceeds of this loan to payments for goods, works, related services and consulting services to be procured under this project. The project will include the following:

Road Upgrading, Rehabilitation and periodic maintenance The project shall fund a combination of road upgrading/widening, rehabilitation and periodic maintenance. Broadly, these elements are : 

i) Up-grading of roads (US$ 180 million)

ii) Rehabilitation/strengthening of roads (US$80 million) and 

iii) Periodic maintenance of about 400 km (US$20 million) 

The project shall be implemented in two phases.

Under Phase I, works comprise of about 118 km of up-gradation, 239 km of rehabilitation and 400 km of periodic maintenance. Works procured under this project would comprise of  approximately eighteen (18) packages (valued at US $ 155 million approximately). The procurement for all works will be done using the Bank’s Standard Bidding Documents (SBD) or those agreed with (or satisfactory to) the Bank. Specific procurement notices are likely to be issued from third week of May 2006 onwards.

Phase II comprises Rehabilitation and up gradation works of approximately 500 km of roads, which shall be selected on the basis of ongoing feasibility studies. GOP intends to use Performance based contracts for some of the works in this phase. The consulting services for this phase shall consist of preparation of detailed project reports and construction supervision services during implementation phase. 

Other components under the project shall include the following, although these may be revised based on the findings of the Institutional Development Studies, which are currently underway. 

i) E-governance and e-procurement (US$2 million). This is likely to include setting up of WAN, providing necessary hardware and software and subsequent implementation. Design and operationalisation of Geographical information system and traffic data collection systems.

ii) Training (US$ 1 million): This may include standard training on computer applications, training for specialized technical domain and training for customized packages like MIS or RIS etc.

iii) Road Safety: Physical implementation of safety features on black spots (US$ 2 million)

iv) HIV/AIDS awareness programme (US$0.2 million)

Procurement of contracts financed by the loan will be conducted through the procedures specified in the World Bank's Guidelines: Procurement under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits, May 2004 version incorporating the latest revision, and is open to all bidders from eligible source countries as defined in the guidelines. Consulting services will be selected in accordance with the World Bank's Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants by World Bank Borrowers, May 2004 version incorporating the latest revision.


Specific procurement notices for contracts to be bid under the World Bank's international competitive bidding (ICB) procedures and for large-value consultants' contracts will be announced, as they become available, in Development Business, national dailies   & at  http://prbdb.gov.in 
Pre-qualification of suppliers and contractors is currently not contemplated for any of the contracts.
